If you are unable to 
deliver or collect on these dates, 
please contact me to make other 
arrangements. Failure to collect sold or 
unsold work may incur storage charges.  
Uncollected work becomes SPA property 
and may be disposed of accordingly. 

Insurance: Work is not insured by the Clay Station 
or the SPA during setting up. Once the 
exhibition opens, your work will be 
covered by SPA insurance against damage 
and theft. This ceases once the SPA starts 
to take the exhibition down. The SPA 
accepts no liability for any damage or loss 
in transit, or at any other time, and 
recommends that members insure their 
own work for such eventualities. 

Commission: 30% will be taken off the retail price 
you state on the form.
