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Water Etched Porcelain and a selection of pottery method and process

| have since my final year at Duncan of Jordanstone College of Art and Design
(where | graduated in 1999) specialised in a technique called ‘water-etching'. Shellac
is painted on the dry porcelain, acting as a resist, and the uncovered porcelain is then
gradually washed away using warm water and a sponge until the desired thickness in
achieved. | am fascinated by the passage of light through translucent porcelain, and
how stunning effects can be achieved by gradually wearing down the porcelain to
varying thicknesses and patterns. My pieces are either thrown or slip cast, and range
from tealight holders and bowls to more abstract light sculptures.

During my workshop | would like to

introduce people to the process of water-

etching on porcelain. |

will demonstrate the technique at all

stages of the process, and also show

various finished examples. Participants

will be given the opportunity to try the water-etching process on
small slip-cast beakers#tealight holders. Participants wishing to try
the technique must let me know before the weekend, so | can supply
enough blanks to work on and other materials. | will charge each
participant a small material fee (£5) to cover the cost.
